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Resumen

La secrecion umbilical persistente es un problema que puede presentarse en
algunos neonatos y lactantes; algunos presentan resolucion con tratamiento
meédico, sin embargo algunos necesitan tratamiento quirdrgico. Presentamos el
caso de un lactante de dos meses diagnosticado al nacer de un granuloma
umbilical con sintomas persistentes. A pesar del tratamiento con nitrato de plata,
no se observo mejoria clinica, por lo que se realizé una laparotomia exploradora.
Encontramos un conducto onfalomesentérico permeable, se resecé vy
anastomoso el ileon. El paciente tuvo una evolucion postoperatoria satisfactoria
cinco dias después de la intervencion y fue dado de alta.
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Abstract

Persistent umbilical discharge is a problem that can occur in some neonates and
infants; some present resolution with medical treatment, however some need
surgical treatment. We present the case of two month-old infant diagnosed at
birth with an umbilical granuloma with persistent symptoms. Despite treatment
with silver nitrate, no clinical improvement was observed, so an exploratory
laparotomy was performed. A permeable omphalomesenteric duct was found,
and the ileum was resected and anastomosed. The patient had a satisfactory
postoperative evolution five days after surgery and was discharged.
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
