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CIERRE PERCUTANEO DE DUCTUS ARTERIOSO PERSISTENTE GRANDE EN PACIENTE
PEDIATRICO CON INTERRUPCION DE VENA CAVA INFERIOR

PERCUTANEOUS CLOSURE OF LARGE PERSISTENT DUCTUS ARTERIOSUS IN A PEDIATRIC PATIENT WITH
INTERRUPTION OF THE INFERIOR VENA CAVA.
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RESUMEN

El ductus arterioso persistente tiene una prelavencia cercana al 10% de las cardiopatias congénitas. El tratamiento de
eleccion es el cierre percutaneo con dispositivo, en los pacientes pediatricos. El tratamiento precoz evita la progresion
a insuficiencia cardiaca, hipertension pulmonar y el riesgo de endarteritis bacteriana.

Se presenta el caso de un nifio de 7afios portador de Ductus arterioso grande asociado a una anomalia de vena cava
inferior que drena en vena acigos (interrupcion de vena cava), condicion que dificulta el cierre percutaneo y presenta
un desafio tecnico, y ademas existen muy pocos casos similares reportados en la literatura mundial en que se logré
el cierre exitoso por intervencionismo cardiaco.

ABSTRACT

Patent ductus arteriosus has a prevalence close to 10% of congenital heart diseases. The treatment of choice is
percutaneous closure with a device in pediatric patients. Early treatment prevents progression to heart failure,
pulmonary hypertension and the risk of bacterial endarteritis.

We present the case of a 7 -year-old boy with a large ductus arteriosus associated with an anomaly of the inferior
vena cava that drains into the azygous vein (interruption of the vena cava), a condition that makes percutaneous
closure difficult and presents a technical challenge, and in addition there are very few similar cases reported in the
world literature in which successful closure was achieved by cardiac intervention.
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
